Una clase de septimo grado esta asesorando 
“que tan limpio es limpio”? Estan haciendo 
pruebas sobre diferentes superficies 
(metalico, de madera, de plastico) para ver 
cuales contienen mas bacterias. El sexto 
grado esta haciendo experimentos sobre las 
preferencias de consumidores.    
 

BPN: Cuales son las metas educativas? 
 

Sra. L:  Todos proyecto usan el metodo 
científico. Hay una hipótesis, recolección de 
datos, se producen tablas y graficos 
(conteniendo los analisis) y se toman conclu-
siones.  También hacemos conecciones entre 
los resultados y la vida cotidiana para que los 
estudiantes puedan ver la aplicación de los 
experimentos. Por ejemplo, una clase del 
octavo grado esta investigando la relación 
entre ritmo musical e índice cardiaco. 
Pueden descubrir el mejor tipo de musica 
para escuchar cuando se preparan para  
examenes.  
 

BPN: Cuanto tiempo toman las clases y los 
maestros(as) en preparar para la feria? 
 

Sra. L:  Trabajamos en grupo para 2 o 3 
semanas. Todos los niños en cada clase estan 
involucrados. Antes los niños trabajaban 
individualmente pero eso resultaba en 50 
volcanes y demasiado participación de los 
padres.  

BPN: Muchisimas gracias Sra. Luna! 

Some classes are investigating the principles 
of density, what allows something to float or 
makes it sink; some classes are investigating 
alternate sources of energy.  One seventh 
grade class is assessing "how clean is clean?"  
They are testing different surfaces (metal, 
wood, plastic) to see which one harbors the 
most bacteria.  The sixth grade is doing con-
sumer preference experiments.   
 

BPN: What are educational goals of each? 
 

Ms. L: Every project uses the scientific 
method; there is a testable hypothesis (or a 
prediction), data collection, tables and graphs 
are created (analyses conducted) and then 
we draw conclusions.  We also make sure to 
connect our results to everyday life, so stu-
dents can see the application of the experi-
ment.  For example, an eighth grade class is 
assessing the relationship between music 
tempo and type and heart rates.  They may 
discover what type of music is best to listen 
to in order to relax and prepare for a diffi-
cult test. 
 

BPN: How long do the classes and the 
teachers to prepare for the Science Fair? 
 

Ms. L:  It takes 2-3 weeks; we work as a 
class.  The whole class is involved, every 
child. We used to have children work indi-
vidually, but then we'd end up with 50 volca-
noes and too much parent involvement!   
 

BPN: Thank you Ms. Luna!

PA General Meeting Minutes 
   During the question and answer session with the 
administration, several parents expressed concerns 
about the OASIS program, specifically the amount 
of time children have to wait in the auditorium 
before starting program activities and the require-
ment that the building by vacated by 6pm. A follow 
up meeting to address concerns may take place.  
  Upcoming fundraising events include Movie Night 
on March 6 and Schoolapalooza on April 4.  Kathy 
Brito will coordinate Picture Day next year and has 
ideas on how to improve the process and products. 
Tory Frye and other parents are considering ideas 
for another spring  fundraiser including a “touch 
the truck” event for kindergarteners. It is unlikely 
that the second grade video project grant will be 
received. However, the funds for the kindergarten 
gardening project, roughly $3,000 have been re-
ceived, and Stacey Linden is recruiting parents for 
the program. Playground renovations, courtesy of a 
grant from Out2Play and matching funds from Scott 
Stringer, will begin in February. The Environmental 
Committee hopes to have canvas tote bags ready 
to sell by February 13th.  
  Chris Kapetanos attended a recent meeting of the 
Community Education Council and reported that it, 
along with Councilmember Robert Jackson, is op-
posed to the proposed school budget because it is 
based on faulty assumptions about enrollment with-
out consideration of capacity and facilities. 
  A parent working group met with student council 
representatives to discuss ways of supporting fund-
raising activities in the intermediate school. An-
other parent working group will solicit input on 
teachers’ interests in science instruction.  The PA 
has asked the administration to contact teachers to 
set priorities for the wish list. Teachers will be 
asked to consider allocating wish list funds toward 
a membership in “e-chalk” a user-friendly web 
hosting service that caters to schools.  
  The PA Executive Board introduced a “where to 
go when …” flowchart that outlines steps to be 
taken and individuals to be contacted by parents 
when they have complaints or concerns and what 
they can do at each level if they do not receive 
satisfaction. 

Resumen del Reunión de la AP 
  Varios padres manifestaron inquietudes a la Sra. 
Chory sobre el nivel de aporte que recibe el pro-
grama extraescolar OASIS de la escuela. Se men-
cionaron como ejemplos el hecho de que los 
niños tienen que esperar 45 minutos en el audito-
rio antes del empezar actividades y que el pro-
grama tiene que terminar a las 6:00 en punto. 
Posiblemente habra una reunion para seguir dis-
cutiendo estos asuntos. 
  Eventos de recaudación de fondos venideros 
incluyen la “Noche de Cine” en Marzo y 
“Schoolapalooza” en Mayo. Kathy Brito coordi-
nara el dia de fotografia el año que entra y tiene 
planes para mejorar el proceso y los resultados. 
Los fondos para el proyecto de video del segundo 
grado no se van a lograr obtener, pero si se han 
obtenido los fondos (alrededor de $3,000) para el 
proyecto de jardineria del kindergarten. Stacey 
Linden esta reclutando padres para este pro-
grama. Las renovaciones al patio de juego patroci-
nados por la organización Out2Play y Scott 
Stringer empezaran en Febrero. El Comite Ambi-
ental espera tener listos para venta las bolsas de 
compra el 13 de Febrero. 
  Chris Kapetanos asistio a la ultima reunion del 
Consejo Comunitario de Educacion e informo 
que el Consejo, asi como el Consejal Robert 
Jackson, estan opuestos al presupuesto del De-
partamento de Educacion porque no toma en 
cuenta las necesidades de infraestructura. 
  Grupos de trabajo integrados por padres estan 
teniendo reuniones con el consejo estudiantil de 
la escuela intermedia y con maestros, en el 
primer caso para aportar eventos de recaudacion 
de fondos y en el segundo para discutir la en-
señanza de las ciencias naturales.
