PA General Meeting

Ms. Chory announced upcoming events in June and
told parents that early morning drop off of children
— sometimes as early as 7am - is problematic be-
cause the school does not have the staff to look
after them. She asked the PA to consider ways of
supporting these families. The floor was opened
for nominations for the PA and SLT elections. Hay-
dee Lorenzo and Kirsten Cowal submitted nomina-
tions in writing for PA President and Recording
Secretary as did Leonisa Ardizzone, James Gold-
wasser and Peg Cummings for the2 positions open
on the School Leadership Team. Nominations
from the floor included: Wilma Lopez and Kathy
Brito for the SLT, Francesca Di Mauro for Presi-
dent, Kathy Brito for VP of the Intermediate
School, Carlos Brito for Treasurer, Susan Saar for
Communications Secretary, lvelisse Suarez Levine
for VP of the Elementary School and Christopher
Kapetanos for UPA/CEC delegate. Nominations
were closed at 7:30pm. Luisa Diorio gave her bi-
monthly financial report noting that School-a-
Palooza raised $3,91 | and that after expenses
roughly $2,817 will go towards classroom libraries.
Kirsten Cowal discussed and read aloud proposed
changes to the bylaws concerning the UPA delegate
position and the day of the week on which general
meetings are held. The proposed changes will be
discussed and voted on at the final general meeting.
Next, several funding proposals were presented
and discussed. The Executive Board proposed allo-
cating $3,000 for the cost of two buses for the 8"
grade trip, $800 for the cost of tickets to see a
Broadway show for student members of the inter-
mediate school choir and up to $500 for County
Fair expenses. All proposals received motions, the
motions were seconded and all were passed with
five dissenting votes for the $3,000 allocation. The
final order of business was the Candidates Forum.
Each candidate spoke briefly about his or her back-
ground and motivation for running for office.
