PA General Meeting

Following welcoming remarks, the floor was
opened for nominations for the School Leader-
ship Team (SLT) election. Ms. Chory an-
nounced several upcoming events and that the
new Parent Coordinator, Denise Rosa, will be
starting on November 5" Regarding concerns
about the recent staph infection outbreak in
other schools, Ms. Chory indicated that school
aides are posted outside of bathrooms to re-

mind students to wash their hands.

Treasurer Luisa Diorio indicated that last year’s
final financial report was signed by Ms. Chory,
sent to the region office and that the region
indicated that everything was okay. Francesca
Di Mauro reported that the pre-kindergarten
would have class parent representatives but did
not know yet whether pre-k parents could run

for the PA or SLT.

At 7:30pm the floor was closed for nominations
and the candidates present at the meeting gave
brief presentations. Ballots were prepared
while the meeting proceeded and members cast
their votes shortly thereafter. The fundraising
committee announced that there would be a
slight delay in the class photo schedule and that
pending approval by the membership (which
was granted through a vote) a Movie Night
fundraiser (High School Musical) will be held in
November for art supplies for the new art
teacher. The grant writing subcommittee an-
nounced that its efforts this year would likely
focus on the arts. A mini-grant application will
be submitted shortly and the subcommittee is
reviewing the Parents as Arts Partners pro-
gram. The environment committee reported
that first graders would soon be planting bulbs
in the garden path, and that volunteers and

contributions are needed.

The SLT election winner, James Goldwasser,
and first runner up, Aryn Chapman (who will fill
any vacancies that arise during the school year)
were announced. Judith Amaro reported on the
discrepancy in last year’s final financial report
on the after school program’s income and ex-
penses and committed herself to recovering the
remaining funds. During the Open Forum, the
Treasurer agreed to submit bi-monthly financial
reports to the membership and the Board indi-
cated it would consider ways of redressing the
scheduling conflicts between the PA general
meetings and the District 6 Community Educa-

tion Council meetings.
