PA General Meeting Minutes

The minutes from the June general meeting were
approved. Susan Saar described the playground
renovations. There are now a football field, 3 tennis
courts, 4 basketball courts and a running track (12
laps/mile). Ms. Chory explained that the GE grant
will assist the |.S. with science and technology and
that the library renovations are complete. The Sci-
ence Labs in the IS are in working order and will be
completed by January 2010. Ms. Chory explained
that due to budgetary cuts Ms. Hozumi’s position
would not be filled. Ms. Marrero will be the Assis-
tant Principal for the entire school and will be sup-
ported by the Middle School Coordinators, Robert

Miller and Celeste Coppola.

Parents are very happy that Judy Prosper brought
to the school a new After School offering, the Pi-
ano School of New York. A representative was
present and gave information about the 10-week
program, which costs $150 and is an introductory
group course in which students will learn how to
read notes, keep rhythm and learn music apprecia-

tion.

Parents were reminded to return their order forms
for the Innisbrook Fundraiser or to make their
orders online. Other upcoming fundraisers include:
Picture Day in late October, Movie Night on Oct.
30 with a Halloween theme and an Election Day
Bake Sale. Parents were encouraged to submit

other ideas for fundraisers.

The Treasurer presented the PA budget with pro-
jected income and expenses for the upcoming year.
The School Leadership Team will need to decide
whether the PA should fund the 2nd Grade Video
Project ($3,500), the Daniel Gwirtzman Dance
Program ($3,000) or an F-status art teacher for the
elementary school. The 501¢3 Friends of 187 will
be approached for support of any of these projects.
The position on the PA of Community Education
Council delegate is still vacant. Two PS/IS 187 par-
ents currently serve as President (Judith Amaro)
and Treasurer (Leonisa Ardizzone) of the CEC,
which deals with district-wide issues and meets the
second Tuesday of every month. A subcommittee
iscurrently exploring re-zoning that would affect
the school which is already over capacity. Parents
were informed of the PA’s e-group on Yahoo! Par-
ents wishing to sign up must have a Yahoo! Ac-
count and provide their and their children’s name

and classroom number.
